The candidate is required to pass the qualifying examination by the end of the second year.

ii.
The candidate is required to publish scientific paper(s) with total SCI impact factor equal or higher than 3.0.
iii. The candidate is required to pass the oral exam for the Ph.D. dissertation.

4. PhD Oral Examination
PhD students who pass the Qualifying Examination, complete all credit points and pass the research proposal defense after 6 months become PhD candidates. 

PhD candidates are admitted to apply for the Doctoral Thesis Oral Examination with the preliminary doctoral thesis proposal and thesis publications.
